Gambier Police 
Department, 
accompanied by agents 
of the Federal 
Unitarian Universalist 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Service $UUINS% announced today 
the discovery of a ÒringÓ of 
Russian Orthodox spies 
attempting to inÞltrate Summer 
Institute.
